Book Fair

The Scholastic Book Fair has been on in the library for the last two weeks, and again proved very popular. | usually
like to browse the shelves to both see what is on offer to children, and what children are choosing to read.

It is of interest to note that what children read can have a significant impact on how they write. Many children,
particularly boys, enjoy what are termed graphic novels, which tend to include a lot of short punchy dialogue, and
actionsounds, ¢ 1 21 YY X . I a . ! a ltis peshaps ndtvedrpyrisihg that these tend to turn up in
children’s writing. There also seems to be a trend in many children’s books towards the use of words in CAPITALS
to give EMPHASIS.

At a time when we test students on ‘language conventions’, it is worthwhile to remember that ‘conventions’ do
change, and that change is not necessarily for the worse. While conventions are certainly of importance in learning
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to write, the purposes of writing can be several. A private diary may just be to keep a record and help us clarify our
thinking. Most writing, however, is intended to communicate to others, for a range of purposes. Conventions that
work for one purpose, may not work for another. The point is, | think, that we need to judge writing as to how ‘fit
for purpose’ it is, rather than just by a potentially inappropriate set of ‘rules’.

This Monday 28 May is the first Reconciliation Day public holiday in the ACT. The date marks the anniversary of the
1967 referendum, which altered the Constitution to enable the Commonwealth parliament to enact legislation
with regard to aboriginal people, and that they be counted in the census of population. The changes sought in the
referendum were supported by over 90% or voters at the time. The ACT Government has organised a reconciliation
Day event in Glebe Park from 10am to 2pm on Monday to celebrate the day and enable people to learn more
about Australia’s Indigenous culture and history.
